ORDER             

This order may be read with reference to the previous order dated 15.04.2026 vide 

which the order was reserved to be pronounced later on. 

2. The appellant sought the following information:

ਗਏ ਹਨਅਤੇ ਸਜਿੰਨੇ ਫਕਾਇਆ ਹਨ, ਵਾਸਕਆ  ਿੰਤ ਕਫੀਰ ਨਗਰ, ਅਲੀ ਕੇ ਰ੉ਡ, ਸਪਰ੉ਜ਼਩ ਰ ਸ਼ਸਹਰ, ਦੀ 

ਤ ਦੀਕ   ਦਾ  ੂਚਨਾ ਲੈਣ ਫਾਰ ੇ ਫਜਰੀਆ ਰਸਜ ਟਰਡ ਡਾਕ ਰਾਹੀਂ ਸਿਤੀ 7.10.2021 ਨੂਿੰ ਸਦੁੱਤੀ

3. Due to non-satisfaction, he filed the first appeal before the First Appellate Authority and 

thereafter, he filed second appeal before the Commission. Accordingly, a notice of hearing was 

issued to the parties and the case was decided but the appellantfiled the Civil Writ Petition No. 

12086 of 2024 in the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court challenging the order dated 

26.08.2022 of the Commission passed by Hon’ble State Information Commissioner, Sh. 

Khushwant Singh in the titled case. 
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4. The said C.W.P. has been disposed by the Hon’ble Punjab and Haryana High Court on 

22.05.2024 and the relevant portion of the order is as follows: 

“Keeping in view the above said facts and circumstances, the 

present Civil Writ Petition is partly allowed and the impugned 

order dated 26.08.2022(Annexure P-7) and all subsequent 

proceedings arising thereafter are set aside and the matter is 

remanded back to the Punjab State Information Commission to 

decide the appeal afresh after taking into consideration the law 

laid down by this Court in Rajwinder Singh’s (Supra) as 

expeditiously as possible. 

It is made clear that this court has not opined on the merits 

of the case and the Punjab State Information Commission 

would consider and decide the matter independently, in 

accordance with the law.” 

5. In the interest of natural justice, the case was adjourned number of times. During the 

proceedings of this case, the respondent office of the Executive Officer, Nagar Council, 

Ferozepur pleaded that the sought information is not available in their official record in the form 

as has been sought by the appellant. They further made the submissions that the information 

may be available in the office of the Tehsildar, Ferozepur. Accordingly, the said office was also 

impleaded as a necessary party in this case who has filed the reply, the relevant portion of 

which is as follows: 
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6. Also, a copy of the same is being sent to the appellant along with this order. 

7. keeping in view the specific submissions made by the respondent, mentioned herein, no 

further directions can be given to the respondent PIO as per the provisions of the RTI Act, 2005 

as the mandate of the RTI Act, 2005, to supply the information which is available in the office of 

the respondent and the appellant has to sought the specific information but according to the RTI 

application, the information sought appeared to be vague. Since, the respondent has already 

filed the reply by extracting the information, mentioned herein, from the official record.  

Therefore, no further directions can be given to the respondent PIO in this case. Hence, this 

case is disposed of & closed.
