Letter No. 6390 Dated 22.12.2023. This case was submitted to the PIO-cum-BDPO, Bhunerheri,
District Patiala, on 4.7.2022 and it is taken nearly one and a half year to address the same.

(Rs. 15,000.00). This is to be paid vide a crossed cheque / demand draft, by the Public
Authority, in this instance, the office of BDPO, Bhunerheri, District Patiala, within 30 days of
receiving this Order. Proof of payment is to be submitted to this Commission. A copy of this
Order be sent to the registry branch, PSIC, for follow up of compliance.

(Rs. 15,000.00). This is to be paid vide a crossed cheque / demand draft, by the Public
Authority, in this instance, the office of Senior Superintendent of Police, Amritsar, Rural,
within 30 days of receiving this Order. Proof of payment is to be submitted to this Commission.
A copy of this Order be sent to the registry branch, PSIC, for follow up of compliance.
