ORDER
On the last date of hearing the respondent had placed on record letter No. 9733 dated 19.11.2009. The plea taken by the respondent was that the complainant is facing criminal prosecution in case No. 19 dated 22.08.2007 under P.C. Act registered against him at Ferozepur and the case is at evidence stage in the Court. The disclosure of the information sought by the complainant will impede the prosecution of the complainant and therefore information cannot be disclosed under Section 8(1)(h).  Complainant, on the other hand, had pleaded that the prosecution has concluded its evidence and now the defence is to present its evidence in Court. The complainant pleaded that at this stage the disclosure of information would not impede the prosecution of the accused.
On 15.12.2009, the respondent placed on record another letter No. 10467 dated 14.12.2009 stating that information had been denied under Section 8(i)(h) as the case was at prosecution stage. However, by now all the prosecution witnesses have given evidence. Therefore, the information sought by the complainant has been supplied to him vide letter No. 10035 dated 02.12.2009 and he has duly acknowledged the same. It was further submitted that no separate attendance register for movement of the staff to mark their departure from office and return to office is being maintained and therefore copy of this register as sought by the complainant at Sr. No. (iii) of his application dated 02.12.2009 cannot be supplied.

No cause of action is left in this case. The complaint is closed.
