In the instant two cases CC-3374/2010 and CC-3375/2010 information is being demanded vide 02 RTI applications, both dated 10.04.2010 with appeal to Commission dated 26.10.2010 & 28.10.2010, respectively. Information relates to resignation of the Appellant. The information sought in these two cases is identical to what she has sought in the earlier 03 cases : CC-199/2009, CC-966/2010 and AC-967/2010.
2.

A perusal of case file(s) reveals that the Appellant is seeking the same information couched in different phraseology and vocabulary. Taken together, all her 05 RTI requests addressed to almost same Public Authorities seem to be designed only to put the Public Authority under undue and un-called for pressure in order to get her job back by terming her original letter of resignation as “Conditional”.
3.

After hearing both parties and before proceeding with the case, it is pertinent to mention here that the information-seeker needs to keep in mind the objectives of the RTI Act as outlined in the preamble of the Act while submitting request for seeking information.

4.

In the instant case(S), the Appellant, a school teacher had submitted her resignation due to certain “family circumstances”, while she was still on probation period of 02 years. Her resignation was duly accepted at the level of higher authorities concerned and she was informed accordingly.
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5.

While still on probation, she had also faced an inquiry.

6.

After a period of time she sought to withdraw her “conditional” resignation which had since been accepted.
7.

In her bid to get her job back, she has repeatedly resorted to the use of RTI Act to seek information on her representations in regard to comments of D.E.O. etc. on her original letter of resignation and on the inquiry conducted against her.
8.

Besides, the instant 02 RTI cases listed before this bench : CC-3374/2010 and CC-3375/2010, she had filed CC-199/2009 CC-966/2010 and AC-967/2010, which were listed before the bench of Ld. State Information Commissioners, Mr. R. K. Gupta (since retired) and Mr. Kulbir Singh, respectively. All these 03 cases stand disposed of.
9.

One appreciates the efforts put in by different Public Information Officers in the Public Authorities to provide information at different points of time in all 05 cases. However, it needs to be mentioned that such cases are frivolous and inconsequential.

10.

Since these 02 cases CC-3374/2010 and CC-3375/2010 are identical, these have been taken up together. A copy each of this order be placed in the 02 case files.
