Chapter 1

AN INTRODUCTION TO THE PUNJAB STATE INFORMATION
COMMISSION

The Right to Information Act was enacted in the year 2005 with the
objective of providing a frame work and an appropriate mechanism to the
citizens for obtaining information from “public authorities” as defined in the
Act. While an earnest implementation of this Act has undoubtedly led to
greater transparency and accountability in the working of public
authorities, the Act also seeks to create a balance between the need for
information to the citizens on the one hand, and the efficient operations of
the government, which include optimum use of limited fiscal resources and
the preservation of confidentiality of sensitive information, on the other.
The State Information Commissions provide a platform and mechanism for
harmonizing these conflicting interests at the State level.

The Right to Information Act, 2005 gives effective autonomy to the
Commission in respect of its administration. Section 15(4) of the Act reads
as under:-

“ The general superintendence, direction and management of the affairs
of the State Information Commission shall vest in the State Chief
Information Commissioner who shall be assisted by the State
Information Commissioners and may exercise all such powers and do all
such acts and things which may be exercised or done by the State
Information Commission autonomously without being subjected to
directions by any other authority under this Act.”

The authority to act independently, which has been granted by the
Act, has been used well and wisely by the Punjab State Information

Commission. Its office structure, including its design, furnishing, and staff,
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is a model of transparency and accountability and is oriented as
people - friendly. It is also a matter of great pride that the office of the
Commission became functional within a period of six weeks after the
release of funds to the Commission by the State Government.

In order to provide a model for adoption by the State Government
departments and other public authorities, the Commission, itself a public
authority under the Act, has projected complete information about its
activities on its website www.infocommpunjab.com. Apart from complete
up to date information regarding its functioning, the website carries the
cause lists of cases listed for hearing, as well as all orders passed by the
State Information Commissioners. The applicant or complainant can find
out the orders passed in his own case from the Commission’s website with
the greatest ease. The status of disposal and pendency of all cases before
the Commission is also updated on the website regularly.

The main office of the State Information Commission, which
accommodates the Chief Information Commissioner and four State
Information Commissioners, the administrative offices and one court room,
is on two floors of SCO No- 84-85, Sector 17-C, Chandigarh and one floor
of SCO No. 32-34, Sector 17-C, Chandigarh, which is located close to the
main office, accommodates the rooms of five other State Information
Commissioners and a second court room. Locating the Commission’s
offices and court rooms in Sector 17-C was a conscious decision, as
these are conveniently accessible to the information-seekers who have
filed complaints and appeals under the RTI Act, as well as to the
respondents.

While adopting a modern system of management, the Commission
has departed from the conventional hierarchal structure, which is
normally found in government offices. A small number of

computer literate staff has been appointed on contractual basis, who
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perform specific designated tasks. The following chart shows the pattern

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Chapter 2

ADJUDICATION IN THE COMMISSION

The adjudicatory role of the Commission is delineated in Section 18
(Powers and functions of Commission), Section 19 (Appeals) and Section 20
(Penalties).

State Information Commission, Punjab, became operational with the
assumption of office by Chief Information Commissioner on October 18, 2005.
Initially, the institution of cases before the Commission for adjudication was
small, since public awareness about the rights under the Act was limited, and
also on account of the time-related procedural requirements, as laid down in the
Act. During the course of the year 2008 i.e the year under report, the number of
matters for adjudication began to increase from month-to-month.

In this year, the first Chief Information Commissioner, Sh. Rajan Kashyap,
retired on 29-7-2008. The responsibilities of the office of CIC were entrusted to
SIC, Sh. P.K. Verma, on 7-8-2008. The Commission continued to function with 9
Benches, besides one division bench of CIC. During the year under report,
benches were as follows:

From its very inception, the Punjab State Information Commission took
special steps in order to achieve the first and foremost object of the RTI Act,
2005, which is that the information required by an applicant should become
available to him quickly, efficiently and at the same time, in a manner in which
justice and fair play should be perceived to have been dispensed to the
complainant/ appellant as well as to the respondent Public Authority.

The Commission, accordingly, introduced systems and procedures that
provide maximum convenience to members of the public. In this regard certain
unique practices were adopted in line with the mandate of the Act:

+ Citizens are encouraged to pursue their own cases, rather than take
recourse to professional lawyers.
* During the process of adjudication, all Benches of the Commission

conduct prompt hearings with minimum adjournments.
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In a majority of cases, the Benches announce and record decisions in
open Court.

All cause lists of matters for hearing are placed on the website well in
advance.

All proceedings, including interim and final orders, are promptly displayed
on the website www.infocommpunjab .com.

Litigants can download all such orders conveniently.

All litigants and even members of the public are invited to give to the
Commission their feedback on their experience of implementation of RTI
Act at all levels, and also to give any suggestions for improving the
systems of delivery.

It was realized very early by the Commission that the mere passing of an
order requiring a Public Authority to give information to a litigant may not
necessarily ensure that he will get it. Therefore, cases in the Commission
are not finally disposed of unless the complainant/ appellant confirms that
the Commission’s orders have been complied with and that he has
received the information demanded, to his satisfaction. Although this
sometimes necessitates the adjournment of a case for confirmation of
compliance, it highlights the necessity for following this procedure. The
insistence on complete compliance of orders, over a passage of time, has
also greatly enhanced willing compliance by the Public Authority with the
Commission’s orders and the fulfilment by them of their duty under the
RTI Act.
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The public has generally welcomed the initiatives of the Commission to

simplify procedures for seeking information.
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Chapter 3

OBSERVATIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS FOR REFORMS

RTI Act 2005 has raised high expectations among all sections of the
society, as an instrument for improving the system of governance. The State of
Punjab has achieved a limited degree of success toward achieving the lofty
objectives of transparency and accountability of public bodies, and of
empowering the common citizen. Even as it recommends that these general
shortcomings be removed forthwith, the Commission makes the following specific

recommendations for action by the State Government and its authorities:

Administrative Reforms and Computerization

As part of administrative reforms the State Government has initiated the
process of computerization in many of its institutions. RTI Act mandates the
obligations of the Government in regard to scientific management of all official
record. The State Government must set apart adequate funds to accelerate the
adoption of computerized management information systems by all public
authorities in the State. The State Government must fully avail of funds offered
by the Government of India for various projects of e-governance at district and
village level. The programme of computerization must be made time bound for

the success of information delivery under RTI Act.

Spreading Public Awareness

The State Government must undertake, through all forms of mass media,

an extensive public awareness programme to educate the people about their

right to information. RTI Act, 2005 must be publicized in the official state
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language, Punjabi, and made freely and widely available on internet and in print

form.

Sufficient funds should be allocated by the Government for media
campaigns. The State Government would do well to study the arrangements
undertaken by other State Governments and also by independent, professional
bodies engaged in the task of promotion of public awareness about right to

information.

Reaching out to the Public

It is recommended that implementation of RTI Act in the State be linked
with the process of devolution of powers to Panchayati Raj bodies in villages and
municipal local bodies in towns. All these institutions are Public Authorities, as
defined in the Act. Proper management information systems must be adopted by
all such bodies so that information demanded at grassroots level can be
delivered efficiently to information-seekers. The pace of devolution of powers

must be accelerated in line with national and state policy.

Facilitating Information Delivery at District Level

* Suvidha Centres currently functioning in all districts and at many Sub
Divisional towns in Punjab provide a number of convenient facilities to the
citizens. It is recommended that without incurring additional cost, every
Suvidha Centre should install a window where any request for information
relating to field-level Public Authority can be accepted. Under Section 6(3),
the Deputy Commissioner or Sub Divisional Magistrate concerned should
coordinate the disposal of such requests received at the RTI Counter in

the Suvidha Centre concerned.
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+ As the Nodal Administrative Authority at district level, every Deputy
Commissioner must be given responsibility of monitoring of
implementation of RTI Act by various departmental authorities within the
respective district.

Training

Training of officials of all departments and representatives of Public
Authorities is urgently required so that they are made aware of their duties and
obligations under the Act. Training programmes should be carried out on an on-
going basis at the district and block levels. The nodal training institution,
Mahatma Gandhi Punjab State Institute of Public Administration, Chandigarh
must give priority to training officials for RTI functions. Where necessary, the
State Information Commissioners and external training organizations may be

associated for their specialized inputs.

Activating Public Authorities

A comprehensive list of Public Authorities as defined in Section 2(h) must
be prepared. This list must include all NGOs that are substantially funded by
Government. Each Administrative Department should draw up a detailed action
plan for ensuring that the RTI Act is followed in letter and spirit by all the Public
Authorities within its purview.
Ensuring Pro-active Disclosures

It is the duty of the State Government to pro-actively make available key
information to all citizens. All Public Authorities in State must strictly fulfill their
obligations under Section 4 of the Act. In compliance of Section 4, every
Administrative Secretary should be held responsible for assuring pro-active

disclosure by a Public Authority within his or her purview.
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Management of Fees

As per the Rules under RTI Act notified by the State Government, seekers
of information make payment at the time of application, as well as for delivery of
items of information. At present all such fees are deposited in the Government
treasury. It is recommended that all amounts received from seekers of
information, whether at the time of original application, or at the time of delivery
of information, should be retained by the Public Authority concerned. A Public
Authority should be permitted to utilize the amount so collected for defraying
expenses on delivery of information. There is a need for a uniform system in all
Public Authorities across the board as to in whose name/ designation the

applicant should prepare the IPO/DD etc.

The State Government should provide in its Rules for payment of suitable

fee in case of appeals against any orders of denial of information by PIOs.

Honorarium to Public Information Officers

Currently, Public Information Officers are assigned responsibility under
RTI Act in addition to their normal duties. It is recommended that all Public
Information Officers should be compensated for the additional work by way of a
suitable monthly honorarium.
Permanent Building for State Information Commission Punjab

As explained in Chapter 1 of this Report, The Commission is presently
functioning from hired office premises in two different locations in Sector 17,
Chandigarh. This is a temporary arrangement. As a Statutory body, the
Commission requires to be located in proper and permanent office suitable for
carrying out its work of adjudication and regulation under RTI Act. It is
recommended that the State Government should establish a permanent office for

the Commission immediately.
