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Chapter I 
 
INTRODUCTION  
 
 The Right to Information Act 2005 was enacted with the avowed objective of 

providing an effective framework for effectuating the Right of Information recognized 

under Article 19 of the Constitution of India and to provide for setting the practical 

regime of RTI for citizens to secure access to information under the control of public 

authorities in order to promote transparency and accountability in the working of every 

public authority.  

With the expansion of economy, people’s quest for right to information has 

increased and so has the demand for the inspection of record held by the Government 

departments and various public authorities. Perhaps, because of the apprehensions that   

the masses may not get alienated, the Government thought it imperative to initiate steps 

to bridge the gap with the people through the Right to Information Act and ultimately 

diminish the aura of mystery around the decision-making and functioning of the 

Government. 

To make people feel that they are an integral part of the Government system or 

governance, the Indian democracy through the Right to Information Act, 2005, has 

made governance citizen-centric or people-participative. Since transparency and 

accountability enhance the trust of the people in the functioning of the Government, the 

RTI Act ensures this happens and corruption is controlled. 

 Punjab Government constituted the State Information Commission on October 

18, 2005 and Sh. Rajan Kashyap, IAS, who retired as Chief Secretary, was appointed 

as its first Chief Information Commissioner. With the help of a Technical Committee of 

experts, two floors of SCO.84-85, Sector 17-C, Chandigarh were taken on rent, which 

serve as the main office of the Information Commission. It accommodates Chief 

Information Commissioner, four State Information Commissioners, a court room, 

registry office and the Administration section.   

After the superannuation of Sh. Rajan Kashyap on 29.07.2008, Sh. P.K.Verma, 

State Information Commissioner, was appointed as officiating Chief Information 

Commissioner and he continued as such till 28.06.2009.He was succeeded by    
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Sh.R.I.Singh, IAS, Chief Secretary (Retd.), who assumed charge as Chief Information 

Commissioner on 29.06.2009.  

However, with the passage of time as the work load of the Commission 

increased and as more Commissioners were appointed, there surfaced a mismatch 

between the existing infrastructure, including manpower, and the actual requirements of 

the Commission for speedy and effective delivery of justice. After the appointment of 

more Information Commissioners, another floor in SCO.32-34, Sector 17-C, 

Chandigarh, which is located close to the main office of the Commission, was also 

taken on rent.  It houses the offices of five State Information Commissioners, their 

personal staff and a court room. 

 The Commission, from the very beginning, was aware that the modern and state 

of the art information technology systems have to be adopted in office management and 

in court work. Therefore, in order to perform its duties as per the Act, the Commission 

has undertaken steps to create infrastructure and evolve systems for management of its 

affairs. With this objective in view, the Commission became the first State Information 

Commission in India to launch its own website www.infocommpunjab.com  way back on 

11.05.2006. The entire information, as envisaged in the RTI Act 2005, is up-loaded on 

the website. 

 The Commission has appointed minimum required staff for various administrative 

and judicial duties.  In order to achieve better results with minimum expenses, 

computer-literate staff has been appointed on contractual/outsource basis. Some 

officers are on deputation from the State Government. The details of posts, mode of 

appointment and remuneration being paid to them is given at Annexure ‘A’. 

Ever since its inception in October, 2005, the Commission is functioning with 

bare minimum staff. However, with the appointment of additional State Information 

Commissioners and consequent increase of work-load, requirement for sanction of 

additional posts has been sent to the Government.  The present staff strength and 

additional posts required for the smooth functioning of the Commission is given at 

Annexure ‘ B’.  The additional staff requested for must be provided expeditiously 

because certain inherent shortcomings/inadequacies have cropped up over time. These 

now require to be urgently addressed to enable the Commission perform its 

adjudicatory and administrative functions more efficiently and effectively.

  In order that Right to Information Act 2005 is implemented more 

effectively, it was felt that the full Commission should meet and address various issues. 

To achieve this objective, the first meeting of the full Commission was held on 

21.07.2009 and the second on 06.11.2009. Copies of proceedings of these meetings 

are at Annexure ‘C’ and Annexure ‘D’, respectively. The proceedings of the meetings of 

the full Commission are also on the website of the Commission.  

  Since the Commission has adopted information technology (IT) enabled 

systems for office management and for the registry, some new features have been 

added in to the website of the Commission, which are as under:- 

 

(1) Orders: All orders can now be accessed Commissioner-wise. Earlier, there 

was no option to search the orders passed by respective Commissioners.  

(2) Administrative Orders: These are now available on our website. 
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   With the persistent efforts of the State Information Commission, the  

Government of India, has sent a grant of Rs.21.00 lakh  (70%), as first installment 

towards IT enablement under the Centrally Sponsored “Strengthening, Capacity 

Building and Awareness Generation” Scheme for effective implementation of RTI Act for 

the following purposes:- 

1. Procurement of computer peripherals; 

2. Providing local area network; 

3. Video- conferencing facility.  

  Government of India, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances and Pensions, 

Department of Personnel and Training, New Delhi, gave a grant of Rs.5 lakh as first 

installment (70%) i.e. Rs. 3.5 Lakh on 17.08.2009. In order to purposefully spend the 

grant for the said purpose and creating awareness, the Commission carried out the 

following programmes:-  

1. Seminar on “issues of contemporary importance arising in relation 

to the provisions and working of the Right to Information Act 2005” :  

 Legal Services Authorities of Punjab, Haryana and U.T.Chandigarh and 

the State Information Commissions of Punjab and Haryana jointly organized 

this seminar at the Judicial Academy, Sector 43, Chandigarh on 29.08.2009.  

Hon’ble Mr. Justice Altamas Kabir, Judge Supreme Court of India, Sh. 

T.S.Thakur, Chief Justice of Punjab and Haryana High Court and several 

judges of the High Court attended the seminar besides officers/officials of the 

UT administration, Punjab and Haryana.  

The following two topics formed part of the seminar:  Administrative 

mechanism and enforcement of RTI Act; and Empowering people and RTI 

Act. The Chief Information Commissioner, Sh R. I. Singh, delivered the key-

note address on the first topic.

Chapter 2 
 

 ADJUDICATORY FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION  

 

While performing adjudicatory role, under Sections 18, 19 and 20 of the 

RTI Act 2005, during the period under report, the Commission decided 5543 cases. The 

previous balance as on 31.12.2008 was 1746. 5098 fresh cases were instituted during 

the year under report taking the total number of cases for adjudication to 6844. Out of 

these, 5543 cases were decided, leaving a balance of 1301 as on 31.12.2009. In 2009, 

the pendency of cases was reduced from the previous year from 1746 to 1301.

 During 2009 penalty was imposed in 64 cases under Section 20 of the RTI Act, 

The total amount of penalty imposed was Rs.9,26,250. Under Section 19 of the RTI Act, 

compensation was awarded in 129 cases. The total amount of compensation awarded 

was Rs.2, 75,500. 
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  The number of RTI requests received and how these were dealt with by various 

public authorities/Government departments etc and as reported to the Commission 

under section 25 of the Act are shown in Annexure ‘E’ 

  The State Information Commission is itself a public authority. During 2009, 

Secretary to the Commission, Sh. S.S.Grewal was the Appellate Authority, while 

Manager Finance and Accounts Sh. M.R.Minhas was the Public Information Officer 

from 1.01.2009 to 17.08.2009. He was succeeded by Sh.R.K.Arora on 18.08.2009.  

During the period under report, 250 requests for information were received. All 

these were disposed of and only 16 were rejected.  During this period, 15 first Appeals 

were received by the First Appellate Authority and all were disposed of. 

 

State Information Commission in the very beginning had undertaken special 

measures to achieve the primary objective of the RTI Act. The objective was that 

information asked for by an applicant should be made available to him expeditiously, 

fully and efficiently. At the same time, it be done in a manner in which justice and fair 

play should be perceived to have been dispensed with to the stake-holders i.e. 

complainants/appellants and the public authorities concerned.  

 With this end in view, the Commission, right from its inception, has followed the 

policy that a case does not come to close with the passing of an order to provide 

information. Rather, it would come to end only with the compliance of order passed. So 

a case is closed only when the information seeker gets the information and order is fully 

complied with even in respect of realization of penalty/award of compensation.  

To facilitate the litigants, cause lists of cases for hearing are placed on the 

website of the Commission well in advance. These lists are also displayed outside the 

court room/chamber on the dates of hearing. Although no time limit has been fixed for 

decision of the second appeals/complaints before the Commission, yet keeping in view 

the spirit of the Act, the cases are decided expeditiously with minimum adjournments.  

After the pronouncement of judgment in the open court and in the presence of 

the parties, the orders are displayed on the website of the Commission expeditiously. 

Even the interim orders are displayed on the website. Copies of the orders are sent by 

post to the parties concerned.

 In the year under report, besides the Chief Information Commissioner, two more

           During the last four years different benches of the Commission have passed 

scores of landmark/important judgments /orders/decisions. These important decisions 

cover the scope and ambit of the Right to Information Act, 2005 and provide a clear, 

cogent and correct interpretation of various Sections of the Act and serve as a guide for 

the stake-holders: information-seekers, public authorities, PIOs, First Appellate 

Authorities etc. 
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Though the Commission website displays all the judgments/ orders/decisions 

passed by the Commissioners, it is now proposed to publish a select band of landmark 

orders of the Commission in the form of a reference book and to also up-load these 

under a separate head on the website of the Commission. 
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Chapter 3 

RECOMMENDATIONS  

 

 Section 25 (3) (g) of Right to Information Act 2005 enjoins upon the State 

Information Commission to make “recommendations for reform, including 

recommendations in respect of the particular public authorities, for the development, 

improvement, modernization, reform or amendment to this Act or other legislation or 

common law or any other matter relevant for operationalising the right to access 

information”.  

 In a democratic set up, dynamism in the Government is a key factor and to meet 

the peoples’ aspirations, the Government have to constantly innovate, modify and up-

date its policies and procedures. While implementing the RTI Act, the Government have 

been consistently making efforts to provide hassle-free information regime to the people 

of the State. However, it still requires constant vigilance to maintain the tempo. In this 

regard, some specific recommendations for action are listed below:- 

(1)  There is no provision in the RTI Act 2005 under which the Government can   
appoint temporary/officiating Chief Information Commissioner to fill the gap 
between the superannuation of an incumbent Chief Information 
Commissioner and appointment of a regular Chief Information Commissioner.  

  Further, there is difference between the terms and conditions of the 
Chief Information Commissioner and State Information Commissioners of a 
State Commission. Whereas, the post of the Chief Information Commissioner 
is equated with the Election Commissioner of India, the post of State 
Information Commissioner is equivalent in status to the Chief Secretary of a 
State. If the Government decides to appoint an Information Commissioner as 
Chief Information Commissioner on stop-gap basis, then in this transitional 
period he performs the duties of the Chief Information Commissioner for 
which he should be entitled to all the privileges available to the Chief 
Information Commissioner. It is, therefore, required that the provision for 
appointment of temporary/officiating Chief Information Commissioner, along 
with his conditions of service need to be made in the RTI Act. The State 
Government may make recommendation to the Government of India for the 
purpose for amending the RTI Act; 
 

(2)  The State Information Commission is the final adjudicatory authority in a 
State under the Right to Information Act, 2005. There is no specific provision 
in the Act for review/revision of an order passed by the Commission.  There is 
also no provision for filing appeal against the order of Single Bench to the 
division Bench or a Larger Bench. The provision of review/revision along with 
the provision of filing appeal against the order of a single bench to the division 
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bench or larger bench needs to be incorporated in the Act. In order to prevent 
any misuse of these provisions, adequate conditions for invoking these 
powers also need to be provided for. This can be possible only with the 
amendment of the RTI Act and for this purpose, it may be referred to the 
Government of India; 

 
(3) The Commission can invoke powers under Civil Procedure Code (C.P.C) in 

complaint cases.  However, under Section 19 of the RTI Act, while hearing 
the second appeals, there is no mention of such powers under the C.P.C. The 
State Government may recommend to the Central Government for making 
amendment for incorporating some provisions of exercising the powers as a 
Civil Court by the Commission while adjudicating second appeals filed before 
it; 

 
(4) Although most of the citizens are now aware of the procedures under the RTI 

Act and Rules made there under, yet, it has been observed that many a time 
requests, complaints/appeals are in the nature of grievances. The 
Commission, right from its inception while adjudicating under Sections 18 and 
19 of the RTI Act, has been conscious while deciding these cases aimed at 
redressing the grievances of the public. The Commission has achieved 
reasonable success in this regard. It is also observed that a large number of 
applications for information are filed for redressal of some sort of grievances 
of the applicant/s. Once grievances are redressed at the level of 
Government/Public Authority, the number of requests for information received 
in the Commission are also likely to drastically go down.  It is, therefore, 
recommended that all public authorities should review and strengthen their 
grievances redressal system so that citizens/employees have minimum resort 
to RTI Act. It is expected of every public authority to make, maximum suo 
motu disclosure of information held by it under Section 4.   

 
(5) Section 4(1) (a) of the RTI Act enjoins upon the public authority to “maintain 

all its records duly catalogued and indexed in a manner and the form which 
facilitates the right to information under this Act and ensure that all records 
that are appropriate to be computerized are, within a reasonable time and 
subject to availability of resources, computerized and connected through a 
network all over the country on different systems so that access to such 
records is facilitated”. 

 
   It is the duty of the State Government to pro-actively make 
available key information to all citizens. All Public Authorities in the State must 
strictly fulfill their obligations under Section 4 of the Act. For ensuring 
compliance of Section 4, every Administrative Secretary should be made 
responsible, accountable for pro-active disclosure within his purview. 
    This requires the Government, as well as the public authorities, to 
review the existing record management practices and record retention 
schedules for various categories of records. A proper catalogue and indexing 
record is very important to access information. The State Government has 
already set up the Administrative Reforms Commission and is also 
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revolutionizing the Management System by introducing e-governance in all its 
departments.  The land records are being computerized and ‘Fard Kendras’ 
are being set up at Sub divisional, Tehsil and Sub-tehsil levels.  Similarly , 
Common Service Centers are also being set up in the villages. Thus, in such 
a wide set up, information delivery under the RTI Act may also be made part 
and parcel of the Administrative Reforms and e-governance implementation.  

  Recommendations have also been made in the previous two 
Reports of the Commission i.e. 2007 and 2008 for setting up of a window in 
the Suvidha Centers under the RTI Act. However, since the Suvidha Centers 
are computerized and have been set up in districts and in some Sub 
divisions, Fard Kendras are being set up at Sub-tehsil level and Common 
Service Centres are being set up at the village level, so the citizens may be 
facilitated by introducing information friendly window to implement the RTI Act 
in these Centers in consultation with the Information Commission.  

(6) Almost all the important departments have their own Training Centers within 
their respective set ups. Mahatama Gandhi State Institute of Public 
Administration, Chandigarh is the main Training Institution of the State. Some 
departments have the provision of their own training institutes, e.g. 
department of Co-operation, Rural Development and Panchayats, Punjab 
Police, Excise and Taxation, Secretariat Administration, Education etc. 

  Although four years have passed since the Act came into 
existence, yet, it has been observed that fresh entrants into service are not 
getting adequate training regarding implementation of the RTI Act. They need 
awareness and knowledge of the Act.  Similarly regular training schedules are 
required for PIOs and First Appellate Authorities. Training of new entrants, 
PIOs and First Appellate Authorities is imperative. All the Training Institutes of 
the State should develop RTI module and undertake training of all its 
employees in this regard. Mahatama Gandhi State Institute of Public 
Administration, Chandigarh may be made the nodal agency for designing 
training programmes and imparting training in all Institutions. 

 
(7) It is a well known fact that the Right to Information Act 2005 has 

revolutionized the mindset of the citizens of India. All citizens should be made 
fully aware of the provisions of this Act. Department of Education can do a lot 
by including RTI Act as a subject in the syllabus. This will go a long way to 
make students aware of this important right and the means to use it. The 
department of Education may include a chapter on RTI Act in the academic 
curriculum from 8th to + 2 classes in schools and also at the University level.  
 

(8) For the visually impaired and blind, there is need to publish RTI Act in Brail.  
Similarly, for persons who do not know English, the Act may be published in 
‘Gurmukhi Lipi’ and made available in Brail. 
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(9)  All public authorities have been expressing that their work-load has 
increased manifold with the coming up of the RTI Act 2005. However, 
correspondingly, no additional staff has been provided. The provisions of the 
RTI Act also provide that information has to be supplied within a stipulated 
period otherwise penalty provisions can be invoked. As such, there is serious 
demand for additional staff in this regard.  The Government  needs to 
rationally look into this genuine demand and provide for staff wherever 
necessary. The Commission recommends that suitable honorarium should 
also be paid to the staff for performing duties under the RTI Act. However, the 
Commission feels that this duty should also be made an integral part of the 
duties of officers/officials. To meet this end, additional staff should be 
provided to facilitate efficient administration of the Act. However, till such time 
as additional staff is not provided, suitable honorarium may be granted for the 
purpose of performing duties under the RTI Act; 

 
(10) It has been observed that many a time after transfer/retirement of 

PIO/First Appellate Authority, no new PIO/First Appellate Authority is 
appointed for long time.  Similarly, new legislative policies/ instructions are not 
up-loaded on the website. All the departments must appoint PIOs/First 
Appellate Authorities immediately when a vacancy occurs and also up-date 
their websites regularly; 

 
(11) The State Government must undertake, through all forms of mass media, 

an extensive public awareness programme to educate the people about their 
right to information. A guide on the Right to Information Act 2005 must be  
published and publicized in the official state language, Punjabi, in an easily 
comprehensible form and manner and made freely and widely available on 
internet and in print. 
 
  Sufficient funds should be allocated by the Government for media 
campaigns. The State Government would do well to study the arrangements 
undertaken by other States and also by independent, professional bodies 
engaged in the task of promotion of public awareness about right to 
information. 

 
(12)    As per Right to Information Rules 2007, notified by the Punjab 

Government, information-seekers make payment at the time of filing 
application, as well as for delivery of items of information. At present, all such 
fees are deposited in the Government treasury. It is recommended that all 
amounts received from information-seekers, whether at the time of 
submitting original application or at the time of delivery of information, should 
be retained by the Public Authority concerned and it should be permitted to 
utilize the amount so realized/collected for defraying expenses on delivery of 
information. 

 
(13)    The Commission recommends that a PIO in a Public Authority should be a 

senior/administrative officer for better implementation of the Act. 
Sensitization of the first Appellate Authority is the key to success of the Act. 
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More often than not, the first Appellate Authorities do not pass any order on 
the appeals addressed to them. 

 
(14) There is disharmony between the RTI Act and the Rules framed by the 

Government in respect of making request for procuring information. A citizen 
can demand information by submitting a request for information on plain 
paper. However, Rules framed by the Government stipulate that a particular 
form be filled. This is violative of the Act. Commission recommends that the 
Government suitably amend its Rules to bring about harmony between the 
Act and the Rules. 
 

 
(15)   A person not below the rank of PIO/APIO should appear before the 

Commission. Junior level officials, like clerks, who more often than not, are 
not well versed with either the case or the Act and its provisions,often appear 
before the Commission.     
 

(16)  The State Government should also provide in its Rules for payment of 
suitable fee in case of first appeals against any orders of denial of 
information by PIOs.No fee is levied for second appeal/complaint in the 
Commission. The Government may fix some fee for filing of 
complaints/appeals in the State Information Commission as well. 

 
(17)  For the last four years, the Commission has been functioning in two 

separate rented buildings located at some distance in Sector 17, Chandigarh. 
This hampers the functioning of the Commission and also results in high 
expenses on maintenance.  It also puts the litigants to avoidable 
inconvenience.  Lifts cannot be provided in these buildings, so physically- 
challenged and old people can’t climb up the stairs and are at a great 
disadvantage. The Commission has been persistently requesting the State 
Government for providing a proper, permanent building for the office of the 
Commission. It is recommended that the State Government should 
expeditiously establish a permanent office for the Commission; 

 
      (18)  A Public Authority has been defined under section 2(h) of the RTI Act as 

follows:- 
       h) "public authority" means any authority or body or institution of self-    

government established or constituted— 

     (a) by or under the Constitution; 

                    (b) by any other law made by Parliament; 

     (c) by any other law made by State Legislature; 
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   (d) by notification issued or order made by the appropriate Government, and      
includes any:- 

         (i)  body owned, controlled or substantially financed, 

        (ii)  non-Government organization substantially financed, directly or  
indirectly by  funds provided by the appropriate Government; 

It is recommended that RTI Act be suitably amended to provide for realization of 
penality, whenever it is imposed upon a PIO and also payment of compensation, 
whenever it is awarded to an information–seeker, to make public authorities, as 
defined in the Act, more accountable. 

 
(19) Many departments of the Government conduct departmental examinations of the 

newly appointed officers before they are confirmed in the respective service, e.g. 
Department of Personnel conducts departmental examination for PCS 
(Executive) and PCS (Judicial) officers, officers of Jail Department, Tehsildars, 
ETOs,  and some other departmental officers. Similarly, Co-operation 
Department also conducts departmental examination for gazetted and non-
gazetted officers/officials.
