Therefore, Financial Advisor and Chief Accounts Officer, RSD (P), Shahpurkandi, is being requested to take up the matter with the Committee for the finalization of the report so that the information be supplied to the applicant”.

This case was heard on 09.01.2009, and the order was reserved.
2.

As per order dated 12.12.2008, Mr. Amrik Singh, PIO, Municipal Corporation, Patiala, has submitted an affidavit dated 09.01.2009.

3.

In the affidavit, the PIO has put the blame for delay in giving the information at the door-step of Municipal Corporation, Superintending Engineer, Mr. A.K. Singla and attached a letter, dated 01.01.2009 that he had written to the S.E. on 21.11.2008.

4.

As per the Affidavit, Superintending Engineer of the Corporation had asked Planning Officer/Head Draftman/Draftmen to prepare the details of all the parks under the Town Planning Schemes.  The Affidavit further says that the incomplete survey report submitted by the Planning Officer, to the Respondent on 09.01.2009, shows that Draftmen of the Municipal Corporation Patiala could complete the survey of 9 Town Planning Schemes out of 36 T.P Schemes.  The dimensions of each park as per T.P Scheme have been mentioned in the enclosed report itself.  It also says that the information on remaining parks shall be supplied on completion of the survey.

5.

Mr. Amrik Singh also states that within the meaning of Section 5(5) of the RTI Act, Superintending Engineer, Mr. A.K. Singla is the PIO and a show-cause notice may be issued to him for the delay in supplying the information.
6.

As per the submission of APIO, Mr. Ashok Vij in the hearing on 07.11.2008, action was initiated only when a copy of application dated 22.03.2007, was received in the M.C. alongwith Commission’s notice of hearing dated 17.10.2008.

7.

Infact, as PIO of the Municipal Corporation, Mr. Amrik Singh did not initiate any action on the RTI request for information dated 22.03.2007, despite the application having been duly received in the Municipal Corporation.  Therefore, he cannot be absolved of willful denial of information

In view of the foregoing and notwithstanding the internal squabbles in the Municipal Corporation, I direct:

(i)
The PIO, Mr. Amrik Singh as well as Mr. A.K. Singla (deemed PIO) should jointly collect the information demanded vide RTI request dated 22.03.2007 and supply the same, duly attested, not later than 30.04.2009.
(ii).
A show cause notice be served on Mr. A.K. Singla under Section 20 (1) RTI Act, 2005.  He should submit in writing to the Commission, not later than 30.04.2009, as to why action be not taken against him for denying/delaying supplying of information to the Complainant.
