ORDER

Present:
Mr. Sanjeev Soni, Appellant in person.


By way of this appeal, the Appellant challenges the order dated 13.08.07 passed by Respondent no.1 (as the first Appellant authority under the RTI Act 2005) whereby Respondent no. 1 has allowed the Appeal of Hardeep Singh (Respondent no. 2) and has ordered that the information demanded be delivered to him.

The Appellant contends that the information demanded by Respondent no. 2 cannot be disclosed as it is personal information relating to the Appellant and is, thus, exempt from disclosure under Section 8(1)(j) RTI Act 2005. His further contention is that since it is a third party information relating to the Appellant, the Appellate authority could not have allowed the Appeal preferred by Respondent No. 2 without giving an opportunity of hearing to the Appellant (Sh. Sanjeev Soni).
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He also submits that the Respondent no. 1 has, without any cogent reasons, reversed the well considered order passed by the PIO on 30.05.07 rejecting the request of Hardeep Singh (Respondent no. 2) for information.  In these premises, the Appellant prays that pending the decision of the instant Appeal on merits, the operation of the impugned order dated 13.08.07 passed by Respondent no.1 that is the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation, Amritsar be stayed. According to the Appellant, in case the operation of the impugned order is not stayed, the instant Appeal shall be rendered infructuous and the Appellant shall suffer irreparable injury to his legal rights.

On a consideration of the submissions made by the Appellant, we are of the view that the Appellant is entitled to an ad interim stay of the operation of the impugned order dated 13.08.07 passed by Respondent no. 1. We, therefore, stay the operation of the impugned order dated 13.08.07 passed by Municipal Corporation, Amritsar till the next date of hearing.
