ORDER


This matter was lastly taken up for hearing on 22nd August, 2007 and the judgment was reserved.

In view of the foregoing, we direct the registry to place the papers before the Hon’ble Lt. Gen P.K.Grover, SIC and issue notice to the parties to appear before the Hon’ble Lt. Gen P.K.Grover, SIC in chambers on such date and time as may be fixed by the Hon’ble SIC.
