Senior Medical Officer, Nakodar has written a letter dated 10.11.2006 enclosing therewith copies of various records maintained by their office including copy of OPD slip.  According to Shri Harbhajan Singh grand father of the deceased Jatinder Singh submits that OPD slip submitted vide his letter dated 10.11.2006 is quiet different from the original one.  He produced the original OPD slip, a copy of which has been submitted by him to the commission for record.  The same has taken on record.  It is clear that the original medical OPD prescription is quiet different from the copy of the OPD slip/prescription supplied by SMO, Nakodar to the Commission.  This needs clarification. The respondent is directed to be personally present alongwith the PIO of the office of the Civil Surgeon, Jalandhar on next date of hearing i.e. 23.2.2007.
